U-Pick Guide


The Sunshine Farm historically raised Red and Golden Delicious apples on 100 acres of land. Beginning in the late 1990s, we began a transformation towards a more diverse, regionally-focused model of agriculture.

Today, we grow over 25 varieties of tree-fruits, 40 varieties of vegetables, and three varieties of wine grapes.  We sell many of these products at our two retail outlets – The Sunshine Farm Market and Tunnel Hill Winery.

Given the seasonal tourist economy in Chelan, these enterprises enjoy brisk sales in the summer and fall.  In the last few years, we have expanded our customers’ exposure to the farm by offering U-Pick hayrides, where they can tour the farm and pick their own fruit.

We offer up to four tours a day.  The U-Pick Guide greets customers at the market, drives them on a guided tour of the farm (on a tractor pulling a haywagon, equipped with a loudspeaker).  The Guide then helps them pick their fruit, pack it, and pay for it back at the Farm Market.  During times when the Guide is not giving a tour, s/he will help the Sunshine Farm Market staff in duties such as packing fruit and re-stocking displays.

This job requires a love of people, an interest in local agriculture, and good driving skills.
