Overall Responsibility:  Take vegetables through all the stages from harvest to customers’ hands.  Participate in weekly field walks and regular harvests; manage all post-harvest and packing operations, including packing CSA boxes and managing CSA share distribution; manage all veggie ordering, merchandising, and pricing at the Sunshine Farm Market; pack, invoice, and deliver all wholesale veggie orders; be the lead on the Chelan Farmers Market. 

Specific Tasks:

· Weekly field walk with Field Manager to plan for week’s harvest
· Participate in vegetable harvest (2-5x week)
· Put in a weekly order for veggies for the Sunshine Farm Market  
· Plan CSA list each week and pack CSA boxes
· Write “Notes on this Week’s Share” for weekly CSA newsletter
· Prepare “What’s Fresh” and “What’s New” Lists each week for newsletter and other customer communications
· Wash and pack veggies for SFM, wholesale accounts, and Farmers Market.
· Send invoices to wholesale accounts and deliver wholesale orders.
· Chelan Thursday Farmers Market:  prep, set up, sell veggies, keep records.
· Set prices for veggies, plan promotional pricing as necessary, and update Veggie Price Sheet weekly.  Prepare a list of new signs for Sign Master.
· Merchandise veggies at SFM (weekly rehab, daily thorough stocking, daily bag greens, record shrink, clean out seconds in cold room).
· Weekly review of Sales Reports (SFM Veggies Sales, SFM Tomato Sales, wholesale accounts, Farmers Market) and make strategic changes as necessary.
· Keep vegetable packing area neat and organized.  Re-order supplies as necessary.
Approximate Weekly Breakdown:

· Veggie stocking and merchandising at SFM:  8 hours/week
· Harvest:  8 hours/week
· Packout:  14 hours/week
· Farmers Market:  6 hours/week
· Field Walk/Planning/Pricing/Record Keeping: 4 hours/week
